for Will Eisner on his Spirit strip, he
was the premiere artist during the
glory of EC Comios, and he was
one of founding fathers of Mad

Born on June 17, 1827 in
Menahga, Minnesota, Wally Wood
began drawing as a young boy,
creating characters he would later in-
corporate in his professional works.
After WWII, Wood went to New York
to study. He showed his portfolio to
Will Eisner, and was given a job
working on the Spirit strip. Wally
Wood was on his way.
